In 2012, members of the Fruitland Community Center Board of Directors will celebrate 100 years of
education within the walls of the Fruitland Community Center (FCC), located at 300 Morris Street in
Fruitland, Maryland. The only surviving teacher of the Morris Street Elementary School,1912-1957,

is Mrs. Mary Gladys Jones. In 1983, Mrs. Jones tutored three children in the After-School Program.
Twenty-eight (28) years later, she tutored and mentored hundreds of children in her former Morris
Street School classroom. She has volunteered thousands of hours at the FCC as director, tutor and
mentor. Mrs. Jones was recently named the 2011 Volunteer of the Year by the Community Foundation
of the Eastern Shore.
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We see many benefits of the After-School Program. We see improved character and academic
excellence in the children. Students take an interest in the Fruittand Community. On Tuesdays and
Thursdays we implement STEM: science, technology, engineering and math programs. Other
benefits include a Summer Camp with two meals a day, Girl Scouts, Boy Scouts and a planned
Community Garden. The Community Garden is a Boy Scout Eagle Project to be completed in 2012.
Some of the boys and girls enroll in scouting for the first time as intermediate and middle school
students.
